Scoutmaster:  Must be 21 years of age by the first day of the Jamboree.  Currently serving as a Scoutmaster 

in a Troop.

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SHOW & SELL INFORMATION  
 

 
WHAT IS A SHOW AND SELL? 

  A Show and Sell is an advance sale of popcorn sold at a grocery store, department store,  
bank, mall, etc.; and it is also when the Scouts can take product with them to sell or take orders  
door-to-door.  Your unit orders popcorn in advance to kick off your sale.  The Show and Sell may  
be conducted starting Saturday, September 10, 2011 or any date during the sale.   

 

HOW DO WE PARTICIPATE? 
  Complete the Show and Sell order form in this packet and return it to the Council Service 

Center or place your order on-line by August 29, 2011. (not necessary if placing order on-line) 
 

PRODUCT PICK UP 
  Show and Sell orders will be ready for pick up on Saturday, September 10, 2011.  Unless  

you make other arrangements with the Council, the pick up locations are as follows:  Bushy Run  
and Laurel Hills Districts ï Lowes (Greensburg); Braddock Trail and Old Trails Districts ï Ford  
Business Machines. 

 

SHOW AND SELL MONEY DUE 
  All money from the Show and Sell must be turned into the Council Office by Friday,  

October 21, 2011 at 1:00 p.m.  This will give the Council time to pay Trailõs End Popcorn for the  
Show and Sell order.  Detailed records must be kept. 

 

SHOW AND SELL RETURNS WITH REGULAR SALE ORDER 
Units  can order up to 60% of their prior yearôs sale for the show and sell order and still be permitted to return product.  If a Unit 

orders more than 60% of last yearôs sales, then they ñopt outò of returns and are accountable for the product that they ordered.  Extra 
product will be available for units selling all of their initial order.  If a Unit takes additional popcorn, returns will be limited to the addi-
tional amount taken. 

 
Popcorn not used for Show and Sell should be used to fill regular sale orders.  The CD  enclosed in your popcorn kit 

contains a folder named ñFormsò and inside this folder is a form named ñPopcorn Sale Worksheetò.  This form will assist you with placing 
your regular sale order. 

 
Popcorn cases and boxes that are returned wet or damaged will not be accepted and your Unit  will be charged for them.  

Sweet & Savory Collection and Cheese Loverôs Collection must be returned unopened and in their original boxes. 
 

  Please do not wait until the sale is over to return popcorn that is leftover from the Show and  

Sell and isnõt being used to fill regular sale orders.  NO POPCORN RETURNS WILL BE ACCEPTED  

FOR REFUND AFTER Friday, October 21, 2011.  NO EXCEPTIONS! 
 

A POINT TO REMEMBER:  The Trailôs End Popcorn Company does not accept returns 
      from our Council.  We end up paying for the popcorn so please help by returning popcorn quickly 
      and ordering properly.

1 Attend Kickoff AND order, pickup and pay for popcorn orders on time. 

*   Unit must sell $1,000 more than last year to qualify, with the following exceptions:   
Units who sold over $10,000 last year need only sell $1 more to qualify this year.   
Any Unit that earned the 10% Growth Bonus last year need only sell $100 more to qualify this year. 

 

PAYMENT 

Only the NET dollar amount is due to Council, Units will keep the commission earned.  Commission forms no longer need to be com-
pleted and sent to Council. Payment to Council for Popcorn MUST be by Unit Check or money order only. 
 

PRIZES 

All prize forms must be entered into the Trailôs End website or received at the Council Service Center no later than October 24, 2011.  

 

All youth who sell popcorn will receive a Trailôs End patch or pin.  They can also participate in the National prize program from Trailôs 

End ($600 Zyclone, $1,500 prize & $2,500 Scholarship). 

 

All Cub Scouts who sell at least $250 of product will receive their choice of a prize according to the sales level attained.  The 2011 
Prize Sheet is enclosed with this packet.  
 

All Boy Scouts who sell popcorn will earn a Scout Shop Gift Certificate in the amount of 2.5% of their total sales (unless the Troop has 
opted to participate in the prize program).  The Gift Certificate will be issued in a ñlump sumò to the Unit.

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POPCORN SALE Q & A SHEET 

Popcorn questions: 
 
Q: I called my Unit order to the District Popcorn Chair and I need to add/subtract some product.  What do I do? 
A: Call Jack Waite or Bev Myers at (724) 837-1630 ASAP with your corrections.  Adjustments can be made as long as the Council popcorn 

order hasnôt been sent to Trailôs End.  Do not fax or mail adjustments to your order as they may not be received in time to adjust 
your Unit order. 

 
Q: I had a Scout turn in a late popcorn order; can it be added to our Unit order? 
A: Yes, as long as Council has inventory to cover the order.  The Popcorn Chair should call Jack Waite or Bev Myers at (724) 837-1630 

ASAP to find out if there is any ñextraò product to fill it. 
 
Q:  I sorted my popcorn order when I got back from the pickup site; it was short/over some product....what should I do? 
A: The person (s) picking up the order are responsible for double-checking the product before leaving the pickup site.  When the Unit pack-

ing slip is signed, they are confirming that the product being received matches the slip 100%.  All product that is received at pickup 
should be checked against the Unit packing slip for accuracy before leaving the pickup site and any shortages should be noted on both 
the Unit copy and the Council copy of the packing slip by the District Executive (or the person in charge of loading at the site).  Any prod-
uct that isnôt marked as a shortage on the packing slip will be considered an ñextraò order and your Unit will be charged for the 
product.  If there is any problem with this policy, please contact Jack Waite or Bev Myers at the Council Service Center. 

 
Q:  How can my Unit participate in on-line ordering? 
A: Check the box on the Unit Commitment Form indicating that your Unit will participate in on-line ordering, provide a valid e-mail address 

for the Popcorn Chairperson and the Council will enter the information into the Trailôs End site, Trailôs End will e-mail a temporary pass-
word to your Popcorn Chair, and using it, along with the e-mail address given to Council, will allow access to the Trailôs End site.  Once 
on the site you can click on the HELP tab in the upper right-hand corner of the screen and read/print out any information that you will 
need.  You can also contact Bev at the Council office if you find that you need further assistance.  REMINDER:  Please double-check 
your order before finalizing it, as we will not be responsible for any entry errors made (example:  ordering 1 case of popcorn 
when your Unit only needed 1 container). 

 

Prize questions: 
 
Q: Can a Scout choose more than one prize? 
A: Yes, as long as the total prize value does not exceed the level achieved.  For example:  a scout sells $350 of popcorn, he can then select 

ONE prize from the $325 level...OR...ONE prize from the $225 level and ONE prize from the $125 level. 
 
Q: When will prizes be received? 
A: Prize orders will be approved as soon as possible after they are received at the Council Service Center.  On average, most Units receive 

their prize order before the end of November.  
 
Q: I need to add a prize but Iôve already sent the information to the Council Service Center.  What can I do? 
A: Call Bev Myers at (724) 837-1630 x 303 to order the additional prize.  No additional prizes will be ordered after January 1st. 
 
Q: When I received/distributed the prizes some were missing.  Who do I contact? 
A: The prizes needed to be checked before being distributed.  When the prizes are received you must check the packing slip and match it 

with your Prize Order Form.  Next, you will need to match the packing slip to the prizes that you received from Trailôs End.  If the packing 
slip and the prizes received donôt match, you will need to contact Trailôs End at 1-800-401-4015 or via e-mail at prizes@trails-end.com . If 
the Prize Order Form and the packing slip donôt match, please contact Bev Myers at (724) 837-1630 x 303 so that the missing prize (s) 
can be reordered. 

 
Q: After the prizes were distributed it was noticed some of them were damaged.  Who do I contact? 
A: Contact Trailôs End at 1-800-401-4015 or via e-mail at prizes@trails-end.com . You should have the prize packing slip when you call so
