Fees include: 

The Jamboree fee covers all transportation, program materials, food and equipment, as well as the use of a 

tent, cot, dining shelters, stoves, fuel and cooking utensils during your adventure at the Jamboree, as well as 

insurance. A Jambo-21 Kit will be included.  Your fee also covers recognition items and training events before 

the Jamboree.  Additional expense will be your personal equipment, uniforms and spending money. 

Refund policy: 

If you sign up for the Jamboree and then find that you cannot attend, you will receive a full refund from the 

Westmoreland Fayette Council only if there is an alternate to take your place. 

In the event that there is not an alternate, a partial refund will be made.  This includes the fees you have paid 

to date less any expenses related to contractual agreements made on your behalf.
