Some merit badges also 
require an additional cost for program supplies. All merit badge 
pre-requisites and costs will be listed in the Camp Leader’s 
Guide. All Scoutmasters will receive a copy of the Leader’s Guide 
at the Camp Kickoff. Additional merit badges may be offered 
depending on the abilities of the camp staff and the participation 
of camp leaders. You will be notified of all additional merit badges 
being offered at camp at Sunday evening Leader’s Meeting.

The PATHFINDER Program
Project COPE is a specialty program designed for Scouts 
aged 14 and up and who have achieved the First Class rank. 
The COPE program helps Scouts build confidence and a 
positive attitude towards life’s challenges through themed 
activities and initiative games. Scouts are put to the test as 

they work together in teams to 
complete the various elements in 
Camp Conestoga’s low elements 
COPE course. All Scouts in the 
COPE program will have the 
opportunity to conquer Camp 
Conestoga’s 50 ft. climbing and 
rappelling tower and experience 
the 550-foot zip-line!

Due to the time intensive nature 
of the program, all Scouts 
participating in this program will 
have limited Merit Badge choices. 
The COPE program also requires 
fair weather since the tower and 
low-elements course cannot be 
safely completed in the rain.

Project C.O.P.E.
Challenging Outdoor Personal ExperienceScouts participating in the Pathfinder Program will have the 

opportunity to explore and engage in nearly every program 
area in camp. This program will allow scouts to participate 
as a group at Handicraft, Nature, Aquatics, Scoutcraft, and 
STEMcraft area. The program will last all six summits for each 
day and leaders are highly encouraged to keep their scouts in 
the program for the full day. Scouts will be divided into 3 to 4 
patrols and each patrol will follow 
a different schedule throughout 
the day accomplishing the same 
objectives given by the program.

During the pathfinder program, 
scouts will have the opportunity to 
fulfill basic requirements on knot 
tying, lashings, and outdoor skills 
included in the Scout, Tenderfoot, 
Second Class, and First-Class 
rank. Additionally, scouts will have 
the ability to earn Art, Mammal 
Study, and Swimming or Personal 
Fitness merit badge. The program 
will also allow the scouts to choose 
one of the following merit badges 
offered during sixth summit 
only; Sculpture, Sports/Athletics, 
Astronomy, Space Exploration or 
Chess.  Please be aware the some 
of these merit badges may have 
additional costs.
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Reservation Fee – ALL SCOUTS
$50.00 PER SCOUT – Due in the Council Service Center by MARCH 3rd, 2023.
The troop will receive the discounted fee to be paid in full by May 6th, 2023, for only the number of Scouts that the Troop 
has paid $50 for by this date. Exception will be AOL/Webelo Scouts moving to the troop; they will receive the discounted 
price until May 5th, 2023. This fee is necessary to hold the troop campsite and is credited toward the remaining balance. 
The fee is NON-REFUNDABLE but is transferable to a NEW Scout added to the roster, (see the refund policy for more 
information about transferability).

Early Bird Camp Fees – $400.00 PER SCOUT, PER WEEK, IF PAID IN FULL BY MAY 5th, 2023.

Regular Camp Fees – $420.00 PER SCOUT, PER WEEK, IF PAID IN FULL AFTER MAY 5th, 2023.

Troop Fee: $25.00 per troop, this fee reserves the campsite, and may be rolled over from year to year.

Second Week of Camp Fee: $365. 00 PER SCOUT, PER WEEK OF CAMP.

Camp Fees – Units Cooking in their Campsite $70.00 price reduction per Scout by prior arrangements. The fee is
$330.00 PER SCOUT.

Leader Fees: The First 2 leaders for every unit are free. Beyond the initial 2 leaders, a ratio of 1 leader to every 8 scouts 
will allow an additional leader to attend camp at no charge. Units bringing more than 2 leaders that do not meet the 1 to 8 
ratio will be charged $220.00 per additional leader.

01 – 16 Scouts = 2 Free Leaders Beyond 32 Scouts the ratio stays the same.
17 – 24 Scouts = 3 Free Leaders 
25 – 32 Scouts = 4 Free Leaders, One more free adult at 33, 41, 49, 57, 65, and etc.

Family Discount: Fee for second (and subsequent) Scouts attending Camp Conestoga there will be a $35 per Scout 
discount. The fee is $355. Families with Scouts attending both Conestoga and Buck Run, the Cub Scout receives the 10% 
discount on the second (and subsequent) Scout camp fees.

Housing
All scouts and leaders will be staying in BSA issued wide-
wall canvas tents on wooden platforms. (2 Campers 
per Tent) There is a pavilion, picnic tables, fire circle and 
bulletin board located at each campsite. Running water and 
bathhouses are located near each campsite. Your campsite 
will be your home while you are at camp. You are expected 
to keep it clean.

Health Lodge
Our modern, state of the art Health Lodge is staffed by 
qualified, fully licensed personnel 24 hours a day to provide 
Immediate or Emergency first aid to campers and leaders.

NOTE: Prescriptions or medications WILL ONLY be 
Administered between 7 am and 10 pm daily!

All medications are required to be checked in and kept 
in the health lodge. Parents should send the medications 
and instructions with their scout. The scout then visits the 
Health Lodge as needed to take their medication.

It is the scout’s responsibility to see that they take their 
medications as prescribed.

Medical Forms and
Special Accommodations

• Be at least first class • Be enthusiastic about learning new skills
• Be proficient in scout skills (such as knots, first aid, cooking etc.)

NYLT integrates the best modern leadership theory with the traditional strengths of the Scouting experience, Through 
activities, presentations, challenges, discussion, and audio-visual support. NYLT participants engage in a unified approach to 
leadership that gives skill and confidence to lead well.

*Cost of the course is $225.00 and includes food, printed materials, t-shirt, hat, lanyard, patch, program supplies, and a 
quality enthusiastic, trained staff.

Financial Assistance
The Charles (Charlie) A. Yarris Campership fund is named in honor of the longtime Scoutmaster of Troop 608 in Uniontown. 
Charlie was Scoutmaster for more than 40 years and attended Camp Conestoga with his unit every year with his Troop during 
his tenure. Charlie always set out to ensure his Scouts attended camp regardless of their financial circumstances. 
Annually over $2,500 is awarded to Cub Scouts and Scouts who qualify for assistance. We actively seek donations to help the 
Council to continue to offer this assistance to our Cub Scouts and Scouts BSA and their families! Contact the Council Service 
Center to make a financial contribution to the Campership Fund. 
In 2021 Camp Conestoga also established a new assistance program to defer the cost of attending the Eagle Camp Session.
Both assistance programs are designed to aid, but not support, Scouts who would not be able to attend camp without financial 
assistance -- remembering that A SCOUT IS THRIFTY and WORKS to pay his own way and helps others. 
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Camp Conestoga Refund Policy
Any required deposits shall be NON-REFUNDABLE.

Refund of fees, outside of a deposit, will be processed on a sliding scale according to the following guidelines:
1. Requests received 30 or more days before the event – 100% of the total event fee, less the NON-REFUNDABLE 

deposit.
2. Requests received 14 – 29 days before the event – 50% of the total event fee, less the NON-REFUNDABLE deposit.
3. Requests received less than 14 days before the day of the event — 25% of the total event fee, less the NON-

REFUNDABLE deposit.

*In the event of a documented medical reason (doctor’s note required), a death in the family, a natural disaster, or a 
declared emergency – refund request must be submitted within fourteen (14) days following the end of the applicable 
activity.

For events where you register as a unit, registrations are transferrable within the same unit to a Scout or adult leader not 
currently registered for the activity.

Approved refunds will be processed within thirty (30) days of their receipt and all deposit will be made to the Unit. The 
unit will be responsible for the disbursement of those fees to the correct family. In Council Units, fees will be deposited 
into the Units account at the Council Service Center.

If an activity is cancelled or postponed by our council and the participant cannot attend on the alternate date, a refund 
request of the full fee will need to be submitted to process the refund.

Recognizing that we are here to “help other people at all times,” regardless of the policies set out above, full or partial 
refunds may be granted for special hardship cases. Special hardship cases may include personal illness or family 
emergencies. Special hardship case refunds will be promptly considered and granted or denied by the Camp’s Staff 
Advisor or Camp Director.
